Subject: M.C.T.A. Named Awards Program

Background:  Periodically a member of the Association distinguishes themselves during their combined active duty service and their contribution to the Association to warrant consideration of having one of the Association awards named after them.

Purpose:  To establish a program within the M.C.T.A. for members to nominate such distinguished persons to the Board of Directors for consideration of having one of the ongoing association awards named in their behalf.
Action:  The enclosure lists those members previously approved by the Board to have an award bear their name. In order to be considered for this level of recognition the member nominated must have made such a major contribution to the association in terms of measurable deeds as to clearly set him apart of all others.  Any member of the Association in good standing may nominate another member living, or deceased to the Board for consideration at anytime.  Nominations must be submitted in writing and must clearly describe their superior contribution.  Additionally, the nomination must be accompanied by the signed endorsement of three (3) other members in good standing.  Nominations are to be mailed to the Association HQ attention to the Executive Secretary. The Executive Secretary will place the nomination on the agenda for the next Board meeting where it will be reviewed and voted upon.  An affirmative vote of two thirds of the Board members present will be required.  If approved, the Board will select one of the ongoing awards to carry his name from that point forward.  The Executive Secretary will notify the nominating members of the Board’s decision and adjust the enclosure accordingly.
